Crime and Incidents in the villages 
 
Over the past month there have been two 
reported crimes and one suspicious incident 
in the Amotherby Ward. In the Hovingham 
Ward there has been two reported crimes 
and three suspicious incidents. (I cannot give 
details of full registration numbers due to 
data protection). 
 
In the Amotherby ward: 
 
1) 13th.  January – Great Habton / Ryton – Occupants 
of white Subaru and black VW Passatt poaching off 
Ryton Rigg Road. 
2) 18th. January – Amotherby – Attempted burglary by 
males purporting to be from the waterboard at West 
View. 
3) 18th. January – Amotherby – Attempted burglary by 
males purporting to be from the waterboard at 13, 
Eastfield. 
 
In the Hovingham ward: 
 
1) Between 12th. & 14th. January – Slingsby – 

Damage caused to garden door at The Old 
Rectory. 

2) 15th. January – Slingsby – Report received of 
youths throwing eggs at premises within the 
village. Previous incident reported on  13th 
January. 

3) 28th. January – Terrington  – 1330hrs. 
occupants of red pick-up type vehicle enter 
Manor House Farm and enquire about 
machinery in stack yard. 

4) 28th. January – Hovingham  – White Ford 
Transit pick-up with aluminium on back enters 
farm yard, occupants stated they were looking 
for scrap. 

5) Between 29th. & 30th. January – Barton le 
Street  – Two tyres slashed on vehicle whilst 
parked on driveway of 5 High Street. 

 
Surrounding Areas 
 
As previously mentioned in this newsletter, the area 
has been subjected to a number of distraction type 
burglaries, where the offenders have claimed to be 
working for the water board in order to gain entry. 
 In the Malton area, a male described as being 5’10” 
tall, aged in his late 50’s, with grey hair and carrying a 
clipboard, has been calling at premises offering carbon 
monoxide detectors free of charge. Again, elderly 
residents have been targeted, and having gained entry 
to the premises, the male fits the devices, charging 
between £20 and £30 for each device.  
 
General News 
 
A company offering monitored alarm systems free of 
charge have been telephoning  private residences. The 
caller gives no company name, and the number from 
which the call is made is withheld. The systems 
offered cost hundreds if not thousands of pounds. I 
would urge you to politely decline the offer and hang 
up. 
On a similar theme, a moneygram scam has been 
operating in the area. The recipient of the call is told 
that they have won a large amount of money and are 
required to send a moneygram for a few hundred 
pounds before their winnings will be released. DO 
NOT send any money, obtain whatever details you can 
from the caller and contact your local police.   
 
And Finally  
 
Could all wireless internet users please be mindful of 
how and where you use you WiFi connection. It is 
becoming more commonplace for criminals to gain 
access to these connections and gain personal details 
such as those relating to bank accounts. ALWAYS use 
a secure system and create password protectors. 
Once again, if there are other issues or thoughts you 
have on policing the area where you live please give 
me a call. Sometimes some input from me in the early 
stages can prevent a problem developing. Give me a 
call for a confidential chat or leave me a message if I 
am not in.

In the Amotherby ward: 
 
1) 4th.  February – Great Habton – Two occupants 
of dark coloured hatch back vehicle seen wandering 
around village and entering a paddock. 
2) 7th. February – Amotherby – Report of males 
hare coursing on land at Sleights Farm. 
3) 7th. February – Ryton – Report of males hare 
coursing on land at Low Farm. 
4) 8th. February – Amotherby – 2350hrs. Three 
calls received reporting two youths wearing jeans 
and jackets acting suspiciously around vehicles and 
empty office buildings on High Street and 
Meadowfield. 
5) 14th. February – Great Habton – Occupants of 
red Ford Transit van seen acting suspiciously near to 
outbuildings on Blansby Lane. 
6) 14th. February – Broughton – Window broken at 
rear of 9 Beech Crescent 

7) 17th. February – Ryton – Occupants of two 
vehicle hare coursing on land off of Ryton Rigg 
Road.  
 
In the Hovingham ward: 
 
1) 15th. February – Hovingham  – 1910hrs male 

attends 4 The Green requesting occupant 
give him drink of water. Entry refused and 
male leaves toward Main Street. 

2) Overnight 23rd. / 24th. February – Fryton – 
Outbuilding entered at West Farm. Motor 
cycle and horse saddle taken.
