y Governor visit this year (29th 
April) focussed on the provision 
for Special Needs pupils (SEN)  

within the school and the way teaching 
and learning are differentiated 
according to age and ability.  First I took 
the opportunity of attending the 
morning’s whole school assembly at which 
the children practised two new praise 
songs. There was a lot of good singing!  
However, choosing songs suitable for all 
ages and keeping the attention of the 
younger children seems quite a challenge. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Within the classroom setting it is much 
easier to cater for a range of abilities, 
and I visited several of the classes 
during the morning.  There was a 
particularly wide variety of activities in 

Classes 1 and 2.  This allowed the teachers 
to use their time in the best way and give 
attention to each child to a lesser or 
greater extent as needed.  Class 4 were 
learning about metaphors by means of 
writing riddles.  Some of these were very 
clever and one could see which children 
had grasped the concept.  Those who 
found it harder had worked as a team to 
produce one riddle rather than 
individually.  There was strong support 
from the Teaching Assistant for these 
pupils to enable them to complete their 
work as well as possible.  I was interested 
to observe the way in which booster 
classes were offered to Year 6 children 
preparing for their SATs in 3 different 
ability groups.  
 
It was a good opportunity for me as a 
governor to observe how children’s 
learning is facilitated through appropriate 
levels of support.  It is encouraging that 
thanks to prudent use of finances each 
class now has a dedicated Teaching 
Assistant; this obviously makes a great 
difference both to continuity of learning 
and the amount of time that can be given 
to those who struggle to make 
satisfactory progress. Thank you to 
everyone for welcoming me to your 
classrooms.
