As a policy, Foundation Stage & Key Stage 1 classes, particularly Class 1 containing
reception children, are kept smaller whenever possible. From September 2001 it was a
Government requirement that all Foundation Stage & Key Stage 1 classes will contain 30

or fewer children.

Again, for the purpose of National Curriculum organisation and assessment, children in

the Primary School are divided into three groups:
Foundation Stage: Reception

Key Stage 1: Year 1 & Year 2 children

Key Stage 2: Year 3, 4, 5 & 6 children

The Governors have agreed that the fairest method of grouping classes is to use strict
chronological criteria - i.e. the child's birthday. The only occasion when there may be a
deviation from this policy is when children enter school mid-year, and it may be necessary

to place them temporarily out of birthday sequence to avoid unbalanced class sizes.




ADMISSIONS POLICY 8

hildren enter school during the school year in which they become five. Present
arrangements for admissions are as follows:

Children aged 5 years between September 1* and the end of February will commence school
full-time in September. There will be opportunity for them to spend three half days in school
during the second half of the Summer Term.

Children aged 5 years between March 1% and August 31%" will commence school part-time
(mornings only) for the Autumn Term. At the start of the Spring Term (January) they will attend
school full-time . There will be opportunity for them to spend three half days in school during the

second half of the Summer Term.

Arrangements are made for the parents of new entrants to visit the school when they may see the
working conditions and meet their child's teacher and the head teacher.

The children are also invited to see the school and familiarise themselves with their teacher,
classroom and routines during the term before they enter the school full-time. Details are
forwarded to parents regarding these arrangements.

Pupils remain until their transfer to secondary education at the age of eleven. Amotherby C. P.

School is one of the "feeder' schools for Malton School.

During the summer term Malton School has an open evening when children from years 5 from all
the local primary schools are invited with their parents to look round the school, see displays of
work and meet the secondary school staff. In the term prior to transfer, arrangements are made
for Year 6 children to visit Malton School to familiarise themselves with their teachers, classrooms
and routine. Details for these visits are forwarded via Amotherby School. Year 5 & 6 also receive

regular newsletters from the Secondary school.

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NATIONAL CURRICULUM

heavily revised National Curriculum was introduced to all primary and secondary
schools in September 2000 covering the three core subjects of English, Maths and
Science and foundation subjects of History, Geography, Design & Technology, Music,
Art, ICT & P.E. Information, Communication Technology (ICT) is taught, both as a
‘stand alone’ subject and also as a tool to aid the understanding of other curriculum areas and to
apply ICT skills and knowledge.
To ensure a broad and balanced curriculum, the children are taught using both a cross-curricular
approach (e.g. a topic on Ourselves in Key Stage 1 that may include work on English,
Mathematics and Science) and also a single subject approach — particularly throughout most of

Key Stage 2.

A variety of teaching methods are used: whole class teaching; small groups and individual
teaching. There will also be many occasions when children in both Key Stages are taught using a
single subject approach - most notably in Mathematics and English for the Numeracy and Literacy

Strategies but also in other curriculum areas when it is considered appropriate.

In addition to the National Curriculum the school is mindful in providing learning opportunities in

Health Education, Citizenship, Equal Opportunities and Environmental Education.

To extend the children's experience of the latter and to enhance learning in other curriculum areas,
a residential visit is undertaken each year for the benefit of children in years 4, 5 and 6. In Year 4
children spend one night at Helmsley Youth Hostel and in Year 5 a week at Carberry Tower,
Musselburgh near Edinburgh or Robinwood Activity Centre at Alston Cumbria. In Year 6 they do

the same as Year 5.

Children in Years 5 & 6 are taught French once a week by a visiting specialist who has liased

closely with Secondary School, Modern Language colleagues.
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LANGUAGE AND LITERACY

e aim to teach the children to read with fluency and understanding. Children
progress through the school’'s reading scheme that is a combination of several
published schemes that are colour coded. In the early stages of reading an
approach is adopted that combines both look and say and phonic methods using Oxford Reading
Tree and Jolly Phonics as the main means of delivery. Phonic skills are taught throughout Key
Stage 1 and lower Key Stage 2. Through the Primary Strategy (Literacy) the children are also

introduced to a wide variety of literature, poetry and prose.

To enable the children to communicate successfully in writing, language skills are developed
throughout the school. These include spelling, punctuation, grammar and handwriting. The
children practice these skills in a wide variety of written work. Emphasis is also placed on
developing speaking and listening skills so that by the age when children transfer to Secondary

School they will be proficient in speaking confidently to a variety of audiences.

From September 1998, Amotherby, like most Primary schools in the country, introduced the
National Literacy Strategy (now renamed ‘Primary Strategy’) and this approach to teaching English

is being followed throughout the school, but not in Reception.

The 'Strategy' is quite prescriptive and suggests that English be taught for at least one hour a day -
hence the description 'Literacy Hour’. In the hour, the children are taught as a whole class for the
majority of the time and share a text (can be a poem, story, or a non-fiction piece) and do writing
and reading activities based upon it; study words (vocabulary and spelling activities); sentences
(grammar activities); and undertake an independent activity in an ability group. In addition to this,
the school has also retained a quiet reading time (ERIC - ‘everyone reading in class’) when
children can further develop their reading skills and the session also allows opportunity for class

teachers to hear readers and monitor reading standards.

MATHEMATICS

e aim to teach computational skills together with an understanding of a broad range
of mathematical concepts including aspects of number, money, graphs,
measurement and shape. As competence develops children learn to apply these

skills and concepts to problem solving.

Like most Primary Schools in the country since September 1999, children are taught
mathematics using the National Mathematics Framework Strategy. The Strategy is based on the
model of a lesson lasting between 50 — 60 minutes and places much emphasis on whole class
teaching and developing an understanding and competence in mental calculations before

encouraging children to record their work.

Lessons are interactive and fun and encourage children to develop successful methods of
computation for themselves before being asked to share their methods with a partner, a group or

the whole class.

Termly mathematics targets are set for individual children and for groups (e.g. know all number
bonds up to 20 or know 2, 5 and 10 times tables) and parents are made aware of these and
encouraged, through homework activities, to assist their children in working towards these

targets.
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RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

he Education Reform Act 1988 requires schools to teach Religious Education to all

pupils and this we do in accordance with the North Yorkshire Education Committee's

agreed syllabus. RE teaching in the school reflects the fact that religious traditions in
the country are in the main Christian but we do take into account the teachings and practices of
other principal religions. In Key Stage 1, children learn about one other faith besides Christianity
and in Key Stage 2, two other faiths.
All children in the school take part in a daily act of collective worship. These are wholly or mainly
of a Christian character but are not distinctive of any particular Christian denomination. Parents
wishing to withdraw their child from either RE or an act of collective worship, have the legal right to

do so. If this is the case, kindly contact the school and appropriate arrangements will be made.

CREATIVE ACTIVITIES

he use and development of the child's imagination and artistic skills are seen as a major
part of his / her education. Children are given varied and frequent opportunities to work
with a wide variety of mediums. Basic skills are taught and they are encouraged to use

these skills in pictorial interpretations and in other work across the Curriculum.

SCIENCE

cience is taught in themes (e.g Forces, | ( !

school has excellent resources, both inside and

outside of the classroom.

Whenever possible, an emphasis is placed on
practical work with children testing their own
predictions and theories and recording results in

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DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY

his is an area of the primary curriculum that affords many exciting learning opportunities
for children. They are given opportunities to identify problems; design, make and test
possible solutions; work with a wide variety of tools and materials; use apparatus and kits
of increasing complexity to illustrate and simplify many technological concepts and finally, instruct

pupils in methods of food preparation and cooking.

INFORMATION, COMMUNICATION & TECHNOLOGY (ICT)

he school is well equipped with Information, Communication Technology (I.C.T.)
equipment and computers are available to children in all classes. Early in 2002 a new
computer suite was opened containing fifteen networked PC's, all with internet access. In
spring 2005 the school was equipped with interactive white boards and projectors, and an
additional data point in each class. The importance of I.C.T. is recognised in the revised National
Curriculum and it is now acknowledged that it should be taught as an integral part of the

curriculum, embracing learning opportunities in all subject areas.

SEX EDUCATION

hen the children are in Year 5 they are given a course of instruction on Sex

Education. The year 5 teacher and usually the school nurse, present the course that

is video based, followed by group discussion. The lessons and the follow up
discussions deal with the subject simply and delicately, placing the emphasis on loving
relationships and giving the highest priority to moral considerations and the value of family life.
Parents may attend the lessons and join in the discussions afterwards and they are also at liberty
to request the withdrawal of their children if they wish.
In addition to the above, the school nurse gives a talk on personal hygiene and menstruation to
Year 6 in the autumn term. Again, parents are entitled to be present at this talk or may have their

children withdrawn if they wish.

COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE

f you have a complaint against the way the curriculum is being taught to your son or
daughter then you should communicate your concerns to the class teacher or headteacher
as soon as possible. Every effort will be made to deal with the problem at this level. Failing

this, then the school Governors’ Complaints Committee will convene to investigate the matter.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Il the children use the hall for indoor games and P.E., and there is a wide range of

apparatus. Various ball skills are taught and the older children take part in team

games e.g. netball, football, cricket
and rounders. For outdoor Physical
Education and games the children

require gym shoes (elasticated ones

for the younger children) shorts and
T-shirts, though they may need
tracksuits etc. in cold weather. Please send a note if your child needs to miss P.E.

Key Stage 2 children, who are interested in playing football or other field sports, will require

football boots or old shoes for games in the winter months.

MUSIC

hildren have class music and singing lessons, and use is also made of BBC schools'
broadcasts. Small groups of children have the opportunity to learn to play the recorder.
From September 1995 parents have had to pay for their children to have tuition for a
musical instrument. At the time of writing, tuition is available for
woodwind, brass, violin, keyboards, orchestra and guitar. (The
prices of music lessons are included on the back page of this
prospectus).

The school has a thriving choir that usually performs at a number
of events throughout the school calendar - Harvest Festival,
Christmas Carol Service etc. Children from Years 4,5 & 6 are
invited to join and a Choir Club is one of the clubs on offer during
the Autumn and Spring Terms. Two years ago the school also
established an orchestra that receives weekly tuition and

performs on regular occasions.




DISCIPLINE 17

very child is expected to conform to the standards of

discipline in the school e.g. caring for one another,

being polite, using good manners in the classroom,
in the dining hall and on the playground.

Good behaviour is reinforced by praise whilst bad

behaviour can bring a verbal rebuke from the teacher, who

may further impose some loss of privileges and/or extra

work.

In the most serious cases the child is referred to the head

teacher who may in turn inform the parents if a serious breach of discipline has occurred.

School rules are generally founded on the need for safety and the smooth running of the school.

These are brought to the attention of the children through their teachers, or in morning assembly.

SPORT

he school has a long and proud history of high sporting achievement combined with
sportsmanship and good conduct on the field of play. Sport is played throughout school

on a regular basis during both teaching and non-teaching time.

The school has a number of sports teams that compete at local level in the Ryedale District Sports
Association and also arrange friendly fixtures against other local school teams. The school
anticipates running the following teams during the forthcoming year: unihoc, benchball, football,

netball, cricket, Kwik cricket, rounders, cross-country, swimming and athletics.

Approximately two hours per week is allocated during a school week for PE and team sports, with
additional time also spent teaching swimming and P.E. At lunch times, space and weather
permitting, children are able to enjoy use of the wide variety of outdoor play apparatus situated

adjacent to the playground.
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SPORT cont......

he school has an excellent flat playing field on which to play sports and also has two

tarmac playgrounds which have pitch markings.

Parents, if they possess a sporting expertise or interest, are always welcome in school
to assist with sports teaching either in or outside of the teaching day. Cricket, swimming and
netball have all benefited from parental assistance in the recent past.

The school is always willing to hold courses and events that promote sport. Ryedale Leisure
Services have organised a number of such courses: cricket, Kwik cricket, Tag Rugby and aerobics

have all been run in the past year.

SWIMMING

hildren in years two, three and four go swimming at the Derwent pool in Norton on a
weekly basis during the Autumn term. As this is an essential part of their education, we
hope that all children will attend. However, any charges for swimming can only be met
by voluntary parental contributions. The current cost of swimming can be found in the price list at

the back of this prospectus.

DISABILITY EQUALITY SCHEME

n December 2007 it became a statutory requirement for schools to publish a Disability
Equality Scheme.

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SCHOOL VISITS

e believe that much valuable learning comes from first hand experience.

Consequently a number of the topics in school often have an educational visit as

part of their programme; to take place either wholly or mainly during the school
day. When this takes place, we ask parents to make a voluntary contribution towards the cost of
the visit. No child will be refused a place on a visit because of non-payment; nevertheless, if the
amount of money raised by voluntary contributions is too low, then the whole visit may be placed
in jeopardy. The school-fund usually subsidises trips by 20% of the cost.

Under the terms of the Education Reform Act, no charge can be levied for activities that take place

37 () b R
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during the school day. However, as some activities, such as educational outings, are expensive,
and bearing in mind that these may be subsidised from school funds, the Headteacher may ask
parents for voluntary contributions towards such activities. A parent's inability or unwillingness to
pay will not prevent a child from taking part in such activities, but it should be understood that,
where insufficient voluntary funds are collected, the activity might not go ahead.

Information is sent to parents regarding any such activities, explaining how voluntary contributions
can be made, giving details of the activity, and seeking parental permission for children's

participation.
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ILLNESSES / MEDICAL

f your child needs to be absent from school because of illness, please telephone or send a
note. If you have to take your child to visit the doctor or dentist please collect him / her from
inside the school. We would appreciate knowledge of any iliness or disability experienced
by your child, including emotional upset, which may affect his / her education.
The school doctor or nurse examines every child ruing their first year in school, and on occasions
subsequently to follow up any worries or concerns. A therapist is available to help those children
which speech problems.
If your child is taken ill whilst at school, every effort is made to contact his/her home or your place
of work. It is requested that you complete a form giving emergency addressed and telephone

numbers when your child enters school. ( Please notify us immediately of any changes).

SPECIAL EDUCATION NEEDS

hildren with special needs, once identified, are given all possible help in the classroom.
Parents will be advised if a child seems to require more help than can be provided
normally in school.
Under the Special Educational Needs Code Of Practice (2001), schools are required to keep a
register of children who have a special need be it learning, behaviour, sensory or physical and
termly meetings are held with parents to update them with details of programmes of work and

progress.

This may involve differentiated work in class, so that an individual's needs are provided for during
the normal delivery of lessons. Alternatively, it may be that referral needs to be made to one of the
several support agencies available to the school. For example, the school medical service or the
learning support service. At all times, parents are kept fully informed of actions being taken by

school and they are consulted during any decision making process.

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he school currently employs eight classroom assistants. With such staff resources it

is possible to target additional support within class should it be needed.

The school is a modern building and as such was designed very much with

consideration for the needs of all its pupils. Therefore, steps and other hazards for the physically

disabled are few and with wide doorways, flat pathways, roomy corridors and toilets and

cloakroom areas, the needs of children with physical disabilities have been carefully considered.

The Governors and Headteacher are mindful of the special needs of some of its pupils and

visitors, and ensure that access for those with wheel chairs or other mobility aids is provided for.

The school maintains a special needs register and children who are identified as having a ‘special

need’ are placed on the register and an ‘Individual Education Plan’ (1.E.P.) is drawn up. The IEP

has agreed actions and targets and these are shared with parents / carers and, if appropriate, with

children and are subject to termly reviews.
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CHILD PROTECTION

Should any parent wish to view the Publication Scheme, they may obtain one from the school

office by prior arrangement.
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MEDICAL

f a child becomes ill during the day we will try to make arrangements to keep him/her
comfortable either in school or by arranging for him/her to go home. We keep a record of
home and emergency telephone numbers in school. We will contact you as soon as
possible if your child is unwell. If you suspect that your
child may be ill, please do not send him / her to
school. It is much wiser to keep your child at home for
a day and be sure a full recovery has been made. A

child who has to have light medication may bring a well-

labelled single dose and a signed letter requesting the
administration of the medicine to school and we will do our utmost to administer the medicine. A
child who has to have essential medicine is not normally fit to be at school. It is helpful for parents
to contact the school when a child is suffering from an infectious disease but for minor illnesses a

note from the parent on return to school, giving the reason for absence, is all that is necessary.

SECONDARY SCHOOL TRANSFER

hildren normally transfer at the age of 11 to Malton School, Middlecave Road, Malton

Before transfer, parents and children will have an opportunity for visiting the school and a member

of staff will make visits to our school from Malton School.

The vast majority of our children do transfer to Malton School but parents can apply for their child
to attend another Secondary School for either religious or other reasons. A secondary school
preference form and a booklet giving details of all Secondary schools in the area is distributed to

the parents of all year 6 pupils for this purpose during the Autumn Term.
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TRANSPORT

orth Yorkshire County Council provides free school transport for children who live
more than 2 miles from the school and are within the school’s official catchment area.
If you are in doubt about qualifying for free transport, please contact school and we
will attempt to clarify the situation. Any children not covered by the above arrangements are
expected to find their own way to and from school.
The teaching staff supervises all children at the end of the school day and every effort is made to
ensure that they get home safely. However, once the children have left the school premises and
have boarded buses, walked home or have been collected by car, the responsibility for their safety
and behaviour passes to yourself or the bus company. Poor behaviour on either school buses or
public transport will not be tolerated and coach operators are empowered to refuse to transport
children who are persistently troublesome.
If you think it is ever likely that you will be transporting children other than your own it is essential

that:

a seat belt is available for all passengers

a booster cushion is required for children under 135cm in height (six are available in school
for loan)

that you do not exceed the carrying capacity for your vehicle

that you have informed your insurance company of your wish to transport children to
sporting fixtures, school visits etc..
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nder legislation, which came into effect in September 1991, it is compulsory for all
schools to keep a record of unauthorised absences of children; details of which from

September 1992 must be published in the school brochure.

We would ask, therefore, If your child should ever be absent from school, to notify us by
telephone preferably on the first day of absence or write a short note explaining the reason for
absence. Failure to do so results in an unauthorised absence being marked in the register.

On the issue of absence for holidays, no parent/c  arer can demand leave of absence for the

purposes of a holiday as of right. The Education Regulations state that applications must be
made in advance by a parent with whom the child lives and can only be authorised by the school
in special circumstances. Each application is considered individually by the school taking into
account factors like the timing of the holiday and the child’s attendance record. Parents who take
a child on holiday in term time without the permission of the school, risk being issued with a

penalty notice fine.

Taking a holiday during term time interrupts teaching and learning and can disrupt educational
progress. Before completing this application parents / carers are asked to consider the effect on

their child’s continuity of education.

HOMEWORK

n September 1998 a new Homework Policy was introduced and distributed to the families
of all children in school. The policy gives clear guidelines about the type and quantity of
homework given to children; when homework has to be returned; and what contribution

parents can make, if any, to its completion.
A copy of the policy is available from the school office but suffice to say, it is expected that during
the course of a week all children from reception to year 6 will be given reading and homework

assignments. Obviously, that given to younger children will be very much less than that given to

older Key Stage 2 children.

Since September 2006, new ‘healthy menus’ have been introduced that
adhere to strict Government guidelines on healthy and locally sourced
ingredients. Copies of lunch menus are distributed to all children in
school so that they and their parents are aware of what meals are being

served.

If parents are in receipt of Income Support or other eligible benefits,

then children may well qualify for free school meals. If you think your
child /children may be entitled to free meals please contact the Headteacher for further details

or, alternatively, the Education Social Worker.

Children may bring a packed lunch each day but parents are asked to ensure that glass bottles
or containers are not used. Parents are welcome to sample a school meal at anytime provided
a day's notice is given. North Yorkshire County Caterers offer a sample meal at a discounted

price - approximately two-thirds the cost of the full price and publish menus of the meals being

served during a term. (See back page for current price)
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ollowing suggestions from parents that the school should adopt a uniform, the following

uniform guidelines have been made. This is an entirely voluntary scheme and we have tried

to be flexible as possible with the uniform suggestions.

WINTER: White blouse, grey skirt or pinafore dress, a green
cardigan, jumper or sweatshirt.
